PERFORMANCE POINTERS 
Posture 
1) Use an erect posture. Place your weight slightly more on downstage foot – “hang five”. 
2) Stand steady and balanced on your feet, not rocking back and forth.. 
3) Open up your posture. Don’t lean back. Keep your hands away from your mouth most of the time. This 
posture often gets in the way of one of your main communication devices; your mouth. Let the audience 
see your expression so you will communicate clearly. 
4) Keep your chin down. Leading with your chin tends to make you look as if you’re talking down the end 
of nose to your audience. 
5) When making a lyrical point or emphasis, physically lean into it. Remember, if you visualize well, your 
posture will automatically alter and will appear natural. (e.g. What does a child do when he or she is 
pleading for a treat or a pet or whatever?) 
Hands 
1) Use your hands sparingly. They can be an effective communication tool but repetition of the same 
movements can become predictable and distracting. Motivate all your moves. Moves that are involuntary 
tend to be repetitive and busy and indicate a lack of concentration and control. Remember, all movement 
starts from the ‘centre”. All other moves are artificial.
